International seminar of the CIS and Baltic countries

INTEGRATED APPROACH TO THE MANAGEMENT OF THE WORLD HERITAGE PROPERTIES
Minsk, Niasvizh, Belarus, October 29-31, 2014

The Seminar Concept

Introduction

International seminar of the CIS and Baltic countries ‘Integrated Approach to the Management of
the World Heritage Properties’ is held 29-31 October 2014 by the Foundation ‘Cultural Heritage
and Modernity’ (Belarus), in collaboration with the Ministry of Culture of the Republic of
Belarus, the National Commission of the Republic of Belarus for UNESCO, Institute for Culture
of Belarus with the support of the UNESCO Moscow Office. The seminar is attended by experts
from Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Moldova, Russian Federation, Ukraine and the Baltic
countries.

International seminar are planned in accordance with the strategic objectives of UNESCO for the
protection of natural and cultural heritage through the implementation of the Conventions of
1972, 2005, guided by the provisions of the UN General Assembly resolution ‘Culture and
Sustainable Development’ (20.12.2013) and other fundamental documents of UNESCO and the
United Nations. The project is based on the understanding of heritage as key driver to sustainable
development, which involves in its scope of various sections of society through sustainable
tourism, educational dialogue and joint activities.

The seminar aim to address practical issues of capacity development for effective management
of World Heritage sites, taking into account current trends and best practices by introducing of an
integrative approach and increasing interactions with local communities, promoting sustainable
tourism and the expansion of educational and youth initiatives for the effective implementation
of the UNESCO Conventions in the cultural sphere.

The event will be held with the active participation of the Belarusian World Heritage: Architectural
and Cultural Complex of the Radziwills” Residence in Niasvizh and the Castle Complex ‘Mir’.

Working languages are Russian and English.

The Relevance

To date, there are more than 50 World Heritage sites in the CIS countries. They require the close
attention by authorities and the public to carry out their effective protection and optimal use
which does not violate the basic value features of these objects. This problem is solvable in the
presence of highly professional approach and focused policies which should be implemented by
only well-trained managers who have theoretical knowledge and practical skills to manage.
Training of appropriate personnel, their interaction, permanent exchange of experience - these
and other problems related to the management and conservation of World Heritage sites, need the
immediate decision in the CIS countries. Unfortunately, these professionals are not trained nor at
the level of higher education, either at the level of postgraduate education and training. There are
real gaps in the legislation on the protection of historical and cultural heritage of these countries,
as well as there are no real mechanisms of the cooperation between experts. The goal of this and
subsequent seminar is precisely to create an exciting platform for permanent cooperation within
the expert community of the CIS, which has the general socio-economic and political conditions,
where there is no language barrier, which is extremely important, and where there are already
established links at the global level. However, it is also important to expand this cooperation not
only in the CIS, but in Europe and at wider international context.
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The topic of the seminar

Out of history of the concept. In 1986, Sir Bernard Feilden defined ‘conservation’ as
follows: ‘Conservation may be defined as the dynamic management of change in order to reduce
the rate of decay. The cultural, scientific, technical and natural heritage and resources must be
considered as authentic documents and valuable components. Interventions should be limited to
actions strictly necessary to ensure the continuing conservation of this heritage, but the techniques
and materials used should not impede future treatment or examination. Conservation requires
comprehensive, socio-economic, legal and cultural planning, integrated at all levels’.

Indeed, in the world today the understanding of heritage has undergone significant changes: from
individual monuments to historic towns, cultural landscapes and regions. The emphasis and the
philosophy of conservation have shifted. Not conservation of heritage is understood in a broader
sense as the preservation of monuments together with surrounding cultural and natural landscape
(integrative conservation). So the ‘integrative conservation’ — is the management of changes in
order to preserve the significance and meanings of heritage. This well-designed scientific
professional discourse and at the same time a practical tool for the conservation and management
of natural and cultural heritage. It is a well-established scholarly — professional discourse and an
approach to conservation, applications in urban planning and development - and to ecological,
architectural and nature conservation.

In Europe, the theoretical roots of integrated conservation can be found in the formation of the
Italian concept conservazione integrata, introduced by Piero Gazzola and promoted by Council
of Europe as an important component of its launching of the European Charter of the Architectural
Heritage and related policy in 1975. In Sweden, IC was introduced in the 1960s, which led to the
establishment of a comprehensive conservation theory and new and innovative courses, higher
education and research programs in the field of integrated conservation of built environments at
the Department of Conservation, University of Gothenburg (ICUG) (Engelbrektsson, et al. 1987;
Engelbrektsson & Rosvall, 2003).

In recent years, this concept has developed and is now in the professional literature the term
Sustainable Integrated Conservation (SIC) is met. SIC means integration of concern for and
protection of cultural heritage within the general process of planning and management of cities
and regions. It seeks sustainable development by transforming cultural heritage into an asset that
contributes to the cultural, social, political, economic, environmental and physical dimensions of
the development process. According the SIC platform there are many benefits to municipalities
and communities. This is sustainability. Heritage conservation is sustainable in the following
ways:

» Economically: heritage conservation can have multiple economic benefits for a
community, including job growth in e.g. skilled trades, increased property values,
revitalized neighborhoods and a wide array of tourism opportunities.

* Socially/Culturally — at its core, heritage conservation is a socio-cultural activity.
Not only does it remind us of our past and traditions, it acts as a point of pride and
reference that can help foster awareness and confident cultural growth that respects
traditions and stories of the area (i.e. identity of ‘place’).
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* Environmentally —Heritage conservation helps to reduce reliance on new materials,
environmentally unfriendly building materials and energy intensive production of
new building materials. Heritage conservation encourages the re-use of existing
building materials by extending the life of a building and its components, or
rehabilitating damaged building materials.

SIC adopts the view that sustainability cannot be addressed as one subject; it must be based on a
multi- and transdisciplinary approach, which includes participation of local citizens and
stakeholders, requiring integrative systemic thinking.

Aims and objectives. The seminar focuses on modern integrated approach in the management
of World Heritage properties, which has been proven as successful in many countries, but has not
yet received a proper understanding and implementation in the CIS countries. Involvement of
experts from the Baltic countries to the seminar will allow for participants to expand their
knowledge in this area, to establish stable relations and exchange experiences.

The seminar objectives:

* to help the CIS member states in identifying priorities and available resources to
improve the management of heritage objects and ensuring social recognition;

* to introduce participants with modern practices of heritage management in the CIS
and Europe.

* to establish a regional exchange of achievements and good practices in the
protection, promotion and use of historical and cultural heritage and sustainable
tourism development in the CIS countries.

» to discuss the experience of using integrated approach to the management of
heritage in European countries and the most successful examples of the practice of
CIS countries to engage in dialogue with communities and stakeholders to ensure
safety and effective use of heritage sites.

The seminar will cover the following aspects:
* heritage conservation as a key factor for sustainable development;

+ the new paradigm of interpretation of protection zones in the context of the
integrated approach;

+ effective management of World Heritage sites. Analysis of the preparation the
Second Cycle of the Periodic Reporting on the implementation of the 1972
Convention in the countries — participants of the seminar;

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The seminar is also seen as a logical continuation of two regional seminars for the CIS member
states: 1) ‘Conservation of World Heritage in the Context of New Global Challenges’ (March
1-3, 2011, Moscow, Russia) and 2) ‘World Cultural Heritage: Conservation and the Use for
Sustainable Development ‘(22-26 May 2012 (Minsk, Mir Castle, Belarus), and in accordance
with their recommendations. The seminar also plans to analyze the results of the Second Cycle
of Periodic reporting by UNESCO, which was completed for the majority of the CIS countries in
July 2014.

Participants
The primary audience of the seminar — representatives (45 persons) of the expert community in
the field of historical and cultural heritage, World Heritage, the relevant ministries and departments
of the cluster countries of the UNESCO Office in Moscow, including Armenia, Azerbaijan,
Belarus, Moldova and the Russian Federation, as well as Ukraine and the Baltic countries as
possible (Lithuania, Poland and Latvia).

Expected Results
The workshop will be a real platform for the exchange of information and experience between
experts of the CIS and Baltic countries on the management of historical and cultural heritage,
including World Heritage sites. It is a good opportunity to discuss actual issues and to work out
the best ways to implement the integrated approach to the management of heritage sites, to
establish a mechanism for long-term partnership and cooperation for the countries of similar
socio-economic, political and cultural development background.

The workshop will contribute to a better understanding of the role and importance of the UNESCO
Conventions of 1972, 2005. It will provide an opportunity to evaluate the results of their practical
application, their contribution to the promotion of the idea of supporting a variety of cultural and
natural heritage as a factor of sustainable development.

Final documents will be developed at the workshop, including recommendations for the
development of management plans for sites of historical and cultural heritage in the CIS and
Baltic countries and their effective use, identified specific steps of development cooperation and
networking.

Case studies will be created during preparation for the workshop. They will be the basis to
prepare Policy papers, including recommendations on the topic: ‘Development of integrated
approaches to the management of World Heritage sites in the CIS countries’. Policy papers will
be published in electronic form and publicly available on the websites of UNESCO and the
foundation ‘Cultural heritage and modernity’.
